SPECIAL TOWN MEETING WARRANT

December 5, 2006

Worcester, ss:

To:  John E. Baker, Constable of the Town of Lunenburg, in the County of Worcester, Greetings:

In the name of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, you are hereby directed to notify and warn the inhabitants of the Town of Lunenburg, qualified to vote in elections and town affairs, to meet in the Lunenburg High School Auditorium in said Lunenburg on Tuesday, the 5th day of December, at 7:00 o'clock in the evening (7:00 P.M.), and then and there to act on the following articles, viz:

ARTICLE     1.
To see if the Town will vote to amend the vote of the Town passed under Article 15 of the warrant for the 2006 annual town meeting, which vote appropriated and authorized a borrowing of $450,000 for the construction of additional athletic fields, including the installation of irrigation, bleachers, fencing, lighting and a storage building with sanitary facilities in the Town, to provide that the matching private contributions for the project can include materials and services as well as cash contributions; to determine whether such amended vote shall be effective only upon passage of a new Proposition 2½ vote relating to such borrowing; or to take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen & Finance Committee recommends approval.
ARTICLE     2.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, appropriate from available funds or transfer from available funds all sums of money necessary to amend the amounts voted for the Town’s FY’07 Budget, under Article 14 of the May 6, 2006 Annual Town Meeting Warrant; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen & Finance Committee recommendation @ Town Meeting.

ARTICLE     3.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, appropriate from available funds or transfer from available funds a sum of money to fund a 4% Merit Increase for town employees in the Salary Administration Plan; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen & Finance Committee recommendation @ Town Meeting.
ARTICLE     4.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, appropriate from available funds or transfer from available funds a sum of money to fund the FY06 Clerical Unit Collective Bargaining Agreement with AFSCME, Council 93; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen & Finance Committee recommendation @ Town Meeting. 
ARTICLE     5.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, appropriate from available funds or transfer from available funds a sum of money to fund the FY06 Police Officers Collective Bargaining Agreement with IBPO Local 353, AFL-CIO; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen & Finance Committee recommendation @ Town Meeting.
ARTICLE     6.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, appropriate from available funds or transfer from available funds a sum of money to fund the FY07 Department of Public Works Laborers Collective Bargaining Agreement with Public Employees Local Union 39; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen recommendation @ Town Meeting.  Finance Committee deadlock recommendation 3 to 3 vote.
ARTICLE     7.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, appropriate from available funds or transfer from available funds a sum of money to fund the FY07 Professional Firefighters Collective Bargaining Agreement with Local 4358A; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen recommendation @ Town Meeting.  Finance Committee recommends disapproval.
ARTICLE     8.
To see if the Town will raise and appropriate, appropriate from available funds or transfer from available funds a sum of money for the purpose of payment of prior year expenses, or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen recommendation @ Town Meeting. Finance Committee recommends approval.
ARTICLE     9.
To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Treasurer, with the approval of the Selectmen, to borrow up to $118,707.00 from time to time, in anticipation of revenue reimbursement from MGL Chapter 90; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen & Finance Committee recommends approval.
ARTICLE    10.
To see if the Town will vote to accept as a Town Way, Robbs Hill Road, as shown on a plan on file in the Board of Selectmen and Town Clerk’s Office entitled “As-built Plan of Robbs Hill Road in Lunenburg, Mass, prepared for JE-SH Realty Trust, dated October 2001 and being plan L-5273-K by David E. Ross Associates, Inc.”, and endorsed by the Town of Lunenburg Planning Board on January 4, 1999, and to authorize the Board of Selectmen to accept a deed of a fee interest in said road; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen recommendation @ Town Meeting. 
ARTICLE    11.
To see if the Town will vote to accept as a Town Way, Robbs Terrace, as shown on a plan on file in the Board of Selectmen and Town Clerk’s Office entitled “As-built Plan of Robbs Terrace in Lunenburg, Mass, prepared for JE-SH Realty Trust, dated July 2005 and being plan L-6288-“AA” by David E. Ross Associates, Inc.”, and endorsed by the Town of Lunenburg Planning Board on April 17, 2001, and to authorize the Board of Selectmen to accept a deed of a fee interest in said road; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen recommendation @ Town Meeting..
ARTICLE    12.
To see if the Town will vote to accept as a Town Way, Winter Hill Road, as shown on a plan on file in the Board of Selectmen and Town Clerk’s Office entitled “As-built Plan of Acceptance, Goodrich Woods, Winter Hill Road in Lunenburg, Mass, prepared for Powell Stone & Gravel, 259 Leominster Shirley Road, Lunenburg, MA, prepared by Marsden Engineering & Associates, Civil Engineers, P.O. Box 509, Lunenburg MA, dated Sep, 2006 and being job no. 484/178, and endorsed by the Town of Lunenburg Planning Board on October 30, 2006, and to authorize the Board of Selectmen to accept a deed of a fee interest in said road; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen recommendation @ Town Meeting.
ARTICLE    13.
To see if the Town will vote to accept, for all adjudicatory hearings held by all Town boards, committees, or commissions, the provisions of Mass. Gen. Laws c. 39 section 23D, which provides that a member of a board, committee or commission holding an adjudicatory hearing shall not be disqualified from voting in the matter solely due to the member’s absence from one session of such hearing, provided that the statutory conditions are met;  or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen recommends approval.
ARTICLE    14.
To see if the town will vote to accept MGL Chapter 44B §3-7 inclusive, known as the Community Preservation Act, which establishes a special "Community Preservation Fund" that may be appropriated and spent for certain open space, historic resources and affordable housing purposes, to approve a property tax surcharge in an amount not to exceed three per cent of the taxes assessed annually on real property which shall be dedicated to the fund, such surcharge to be imposed on taxes assessed for fiscal years beginning on or after July 1, 2007, and to exempt from the surcharge any or all of the following: (1) property owned and occupied as a domicile by a person who would qualify for low income housing or low or moderate income senior housing in the community; (2) $100,000. of the assessed valuation of Class One, Residential, parcels; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen & Finance Committee recommends approval.
ARTICLE    15.
To see if the Town will vote to amend Town By-law Article III, Section 5 by striking the present article in its entirety, and inserting the following:  There shall be a Capital Planning Committee. That Committee shall consist of five members to be appointed as follows. One member each designated by the Finance Committee, the Selectmen, the School Committee and the Planning Board, and a fifth member chosen at large by the Town moderator. Each member shall be appointed for a term of three years, said terms staggered so that as nearly an equal number of members shall be appointed each year. The Capital Planning Committee shall establish and update a comprehensive capital plan.  The committee shall at least annually provide its materials to the Chief Administrative and Financial officer so that the Chief Administrative and Financial Officer will meet the obligations of the Office set forth in Section 6-6[sic] of the Lunenburg Town Charter. The Capital Planning Committee shall also be responsible for providing a complete inventory of town property, real and personal, including school property, in conjunction with the Chief Administrative and Financial Officer; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen & Finance Committee recommends approval.
ARTICLE    16.
To see if the Town will vote to appropriate from available funds a sum of money to the Stabilization Fund; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen recommends approval.  Finance Committee recommendation @ Town Meeting.
ARTICLE    17.
To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen to transfer care, custody and control of a parcel of land identified on the Assessor’s Map 22 as Lot 1 and consisting of 38± acres and recorded in the Worcester North Registry of Deed Book 706 Page 79 to the Conservation Commission for conservation purposes; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen recommends approval.
ARTICLE    18.
To see if the Town will vote to amend Town By-law Article I, Town Meetings, Section 5 by deleting “not more than thirty (30) days prior to” and inserting in place thereof “not more than 30 days after”; or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen recommends approval.
ARTICLE    19.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate or transfer from available funds a sum of money for the purpose of financing the planning and development of a Comprehensive Wastewater Management Plan, including all related and necessary work, tasks and costs to accomplish the project; said funds to be borrowed and bonds or notes issued therefore for a period not to exceed thirty (30) years under Chapter 44 of the General Laws and/or Chapter 29C of the General Laws; that the Treasurer with the approval of the Board of Selectmen be authorized: to borrow all or a portion of said funds from the Massachusetts Water Pollution Abatement Trust (the Trust) established pursuant to Chapter 29C should such loan be approved by the Trust and in connection therewith, to enter into a loan agreement, security agreement, and/or project regulatory agreement with the Trust and/or the Department of Environmental Protection; to apply for, accept, and expend any federal, state or other aid, whether public or private, that may be available for the project or for the financing thereof;  or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen & Finance Committee recommends approval @ $41,000.00.
ARTICLE    20.
To see if the Town will vote to amend the Zoning Bylaw by adding new wording at the end of Section 4.1.2. to read:
4.1.2.  Any use not specifically listed or otherwise permitted in a District herein established shall be deemed prohibited.  All residential development in a residential or residential/commercial districts shall “set aside” dwelling units for low or moderate income persons and families as defined by the Massachusetts Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) and counted on the State Housing Inventory Threshold for the Town of Lunenburg. 

4.1.2.1  A development containing ten (10) or more units shall set aside ten percent (10%) of the units as moderate or low income units.  A Development containing thirty-six (36) or more units shall set aside fifteen percent (15%) of the units as moderate or low income units.  The set aside units may be single family homes, duplexes and town houses.  The set aside units may be developed as sale or rental units.  All partial units under this formula will be rounded to the next highest number.  

4.1.2.2 The following conditions will prevail:

a. The low or moderate price set-aside units shall be dispersed within the site.

b. The exterior and interior quality and appearance of the set aside units shall be the same as the market price units.

c. A development that contains set-asides shall be exempt from Section 4.11 of the Zoning Bylaw

d. The set-aside units shall be made available to qualified low and moderate income persons or families in perpetuity.

The Housing Authority will determine the qualified persons or families and will administer the process through a lottery; or take any other action relative thereto.  Submitted by the Lunenburg Planning Board, Lynn Sallee, Chair.  Board of Selectmen recommendation @ Town Meeting.
ARTICLE    21.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, or transfer from available funds, or borrow the sum of $250,000.00  for the  FY07 Capital Plan as defined by the Capital Planning Committee as follows:

            Fire Dept.
Turn out Gear - $10,000.00
            Fire Dept.
Fire Hose $15,000.00
            DPW Dept.
6 wheel dump truck w/plow and sander -  $55,000.00

            Technology
Annual replacement of town technology - $50,900.00
or take any other action relative thereto.  Board of Selectmen recommendation @ Town Meeting.  Finance Committee recommends approval.
ARTICLE    22.
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, or transfer from available funds, a sum of money to supplement the amount voted to pay the Fiscal 2007 salaries of non-school Town of Lunenburg clerical employees not covered by the Salary Administration Plan or individual contracts, or to take any other action relative thereto.  Submitted by Petition.  Board of Selectmen & Finance Committee recommends disapproval.
ARTICLE    23.
Be it resolved that, for the reasons listed below, the Town of Lunenburg, MA urges the US government at all levels to begin an immediate withdrawal of its troops from Iraq, beginning with the National Guard and reserves.

Reasons to withdraw:

· The invasion of Iraq was a war of choice and there was no immediate threat to our national security.

· The reasons for the war were based on falsified and cherry-picked intelligence.

· Our brave troops are now caught in the middle of a civil war.

· The war is being run incompletely.

· Our presence in Iraq is creating terrorists faster than we can kill them.

· There appears to be no end in sight based on Bush’s recent statement that “some future presidents” will be responsible for troop withdrawal.

· We are diverting valuable economic and human resources that are desperately needed here to reduce our deficit and rebuild our neglected infrastructure.

Let’s do our part on a local level to stop all the unnecessary maiming and killing of human beings for a war that was totally unnecessary; or take any other action relative thereto.  Submitted by petition.   Board of Selectmen recommendation @ town meeting.

And you are directed to serve this Warrant by posting attested copies thereof in four or more public places in the Town, fourteen (14) days at least before the day appointed for said meeting, one of which places shall be at the Town Hall, one at Whalom Variety Store in the Whalom-Bakerville District, one at Powell Stone & Gravel Co., Inc., and one at Centre Pizza and Variety, and by mailing a copy to each dwelling unit in the Town in which a registered voter resides at least fourteen (14) days prior to such meeting.

Hereof, fail not and make due return of this Warrant, with your doings thereon, to the Town Clerk at the time and place aforesaid.

Being Prepared for Pandemic Flu �or  Emergencies





Pandemic Flu:	Is a worldwide outbreak of flu disease that occurs when a new type of influenza virus appears for which humans have not yet been exposed (seasonal flu is caused by a flu virus to which humans have been exposed).  





Emergencies: Disasters, natural or otherwise, that may impact our day-to-day normal life (characterized by the possible disruption of services; gas, water, sewer, electric, transportation, disruption of commerce and /or displacement from our homes, communities).  Examples of emergencies may be, but are not limited to hurricanes, winter storms, hazardous spills, fire, etc.  





Depending on the situation, our normal lives may be affected by pandemic flu or emergencies; those things we take for granted: public services, commercial operations, businesses, hospitals and health care institutions, transportation and communications may be disrupted.  General preparedness needs to be done in advance.  Planning ahead will ensure better outcomes, in the event of a pandemic flu or emergency, for your family and community.  Here are some important issues to consider in becoming prepared:





Life changes – if pandemic occurs, social isolation may be needed, schools other social institutions may be closed.


Disruption  - businesses, public services, banks workplaces may be closed.


Illness – hospital and health care institution may be stressed.


Transportation – with businesses closed gas may not be available, public transportation may be curtailed.


Communications – during outages some forms of communication may not be functional.


Family consideration – workplaces and school may be closed.


Evacuation – depending on the situation, relocating may be necessary.


Up to date information – information changes regularly, stay informed with the most up to date information.


























Dear Citizen,





The Board of Health (Board) and municipal government are working on a plan to assist our community in the event of flu pandemic.  The public has been inundated with information regarding potential consequences of a flu pandemic and/or avian flu without the benefit of a filter to determine the accuracy and quality of that information.   A well-informed public is more able to care for themselves and their families in the event of a pandemic as well as assist in the preparedness of our community.  Individual and family preparedness will allow our community to better handle a pandemic as we reduce our individual risk and stand ready to help our neighbors.  It is the goal of the Board to raise awareness of what we, as individuals, and as a community need to do to be prepared.





The quality of our community’s response to a flu pandemic will rely on the hard work and dedication of our public servants and the plans we are working on to protect all it citizens. Equally as important is the preparedness of our citizens and their willingness to serve our community.





We ask that you regularly review the suggested websites, including the Town’s website, to receive the most up to date and accurate information regarding flu, avian flu, and flu pandemic.  We are currently assembling a list of volunteers who could help us provide treatment to our community if needed; this brochure provides information on how to get involved.  The best way to protect our community is for us all to be prepared, stay informed and get involved.  








What you can do to become prepared and protect you and your family!





Good Hygiene: 





Wash your hands regularly


Cover your mouth and nose with a� tissue when you cough or sneeze, �if not available cough or sneeze into your elbow. 


Wash your hands after you cough or sneeze


Avoid touching your nose or mouth


Stay home when ill or have flu symptoms 


Practice good health habits


Drink plenty of water


Eat balanced meals


Exercise regularly


Get enough sleep


Get a flu or pneumonia shot (if needed)


Avoid people who are ill�


Food, Water, Household supplies:�


Pandemic flu or emergencies may disrupt services and business.  Prepare accordingly, depending on the information.  Source supplies should last 2 weeks to 3 month.





Have a variety of non-perishable foods on hand (high energy, ready to eat foods: protein bars, canned foods (meats, soup, fruit), crackers, canned juice, peanut butter granola/dry cereal, baby food).  These items should be things your family likes and should be rotated on a regular basis.


Provide bottled water, a gallon a day/person.


If you have pets; plan on food and water for them.


Make sure you have a manual can opener!    


Flashlight and a portable radio, with extra batteries.


Household cleaning supplies, paper products, �extra diapers (if needed), rubbish bags.


Personal hygiene products; soap �and alcohol based hand wash.





�First Aid Supplies & Medications


Have a first aid kit.


Consider asking your doctor if you can get an extra supply of your prescription medications.


Have nonprescription drugs and other health supplies on hand (pain relievers, cough and �cold medications, stomach remedies, �fluids with electrolytes and vitamins).

Plan how to evacuate or signal for help


Plan emergency procedures with home health care agency/workers or other care takers


Tell others where your emergency materials are stored


Teach others how to operate necessary equipment (medical)


Additional supplies for seniors:


List prescription medicines – doses – allergies


Have extra eyeglasses,� hearing aid batteries


List style and serial number �of medical devices


Have copies of medical insurance and medical cards


List all MDs and emergency suppliers�


Extra Items





Cash on hand �(Banks and ATMs may not be operating)


Cell phone, phone cards


Depending on the make-up of your family (infants, disabled, seniors) items �specific to these groups����


�People with Disabilities





Create a support network to help in the event of an emergency.


Tell others where your emergency materials are stored.


Give a member of your support network a copy of your house key.


Contact your community’s emergency management office; they may keep a list of persons with disabilities so they can be located in the event of a sudden emergency.


Wear your medical alert tags/bracelets to help identify your disability.


If you are dependent on dialysis or other life sustaining treatment, know the location and availability of more than one facility.


Teach others how to operate necessary equipment (medical).








Evacuation Considerations





Plan ahead and review plans with those involved on a regular basis.





Choose Destination:





Plan where family will meet.


If you have a car, keep the gas tank at least ½ full at all times.


Be familiar with evacuation route(s).





Transportation:





If you do not have a car, how will evacuation occur?


Take pets, remember pets may not be allowed in shelters – plan accordingly.


If possible, contact other friends or family on your evacuation.


Know where your household utility shut-offs are located so they can be turned off if needed.


Leave a note.


Check with neighbors to see if they need assistance.


�Sources of Information





You will be exposed to a tremendous amount of information regarding flu, avian flu and pandemic flu.  The quality of the information may vary greatly (media tends to provide sound bites).  Listed below are websites that provide concise, timely and useful information that is updated on a regular basis.  





If you are not able to go online, contact your local Board of Health at 978 582 4135 or Massachusetts Department of Public Health at 866 627 7968 if you have any questions. Your community websites will also serve as a source of information, links to important sites and as a mechanism for communicating with the public in the event of pandemic flu or emergency.  Since information changes, you should visit these sites on a regular basis.
